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1. Introduction

TECRINO - Teaching creativity in engineering is a project that aims to encourage
development of creativity and innovation in VET system. The project is based on
assumption that creativity can be thought. Following that line of reasoning, during the
two years the project duration (1 January 2014 - 31 January 2016), 8 international
partners have developed the e-learning courseware for students and tutors, in order
to improve the mental process and educational techniques required by the concept of

“education for creativity”.

The project consortium comprise partners from academic, research, VET and SME
sectors, namely: Talos RTD - Cyprus (coordinator); The University of Zagreb, Faculty
of Textile Technology - Croatia; "Dunarea de Jos" University of Galati - UD]JG -
Romania; Syntea S.A. — Syntea SA - Poland; Epralima: Escola Profissional do Alto Lima,
C.LP.R.L. - Portugal; Inercia Digital S.L. - Spain; Fondo Formacién Euskadi - Spain and
Croatian Agency for SMEs, Innovation and Investments.

The project’s final output is the e-learning material for students and tutors which is
designed for the Moodle platform. The learning materials for students include 6
modules which are covering all the best known methods for enhancing creativity such
as lateral thinking; mind mapping, TRIZ and basics of IPR with examples from
industry. Each module is made up of two parts: learning content and exercises.
Trainers guide is prepared for the tutors/facilitators. Finally, there is a glossary
explaining all important terms. All materials are available in English and in six
European languages: Croatian, Romanian, Polish, Spanish, Portuguese and Greek and

are available on the TECRINO’s web portal.
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TECRINO targets two main groups:

1) Professionals of VET and academic systems (trainers/facilitators) who will be able
to teach and promote the innovation and creativity in their work with students
2) Learners and students who will develop all the competences linked to the

innovation and creativity. These competences will allow them to obtain new and

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The well balanced TECRINO’s consortium which is made up of universities, VET
providers , consulting organization and governmental agency that support SMEs,
enables that project results will be disseminated and available for the numerous

stakeholders that deal with adult education.

2.2 Target groups

The target groups for the sustainability and exploitation plan are in line with the
target groups already defined in the Project dissemination plan, as exploitation
activities can be seen as the follow up of the dissemination activities.

2.3 Partner roles and activities

The coordination of the WP8 Sustainability and Exploitation is done by HAMAG-
BICRO, which role is to conceive sustainability strategy and related operational
activities as well as to define exploitation plan which includes exploitation and IPR

agreement and the way of dealing with the project assets.

All partners have an important contribution in this WP. All partners, contributed
with list of their activities they are going to held and persons/organisations in their

country which will be involved in exploitation activities.

P1- Talos RTD - Cyprus

TALOS is an expert in exploiting and disseminating project results from numerous
EU projects since FP5 which helped them to establish a broad network of business
partners. TECRINO’s course will be offered as an online course via Open University
of Cyprus, Cyprus University of Technology and Cyprus Human resource
development authority. This way academic and VET students will have access to
TECRINO’s modules. RTD Talos itself will exploit project results via other EU

projects.

P2 - The University of Zagreb (UniZg) - Croatia

in October and November 2015 and had the first-hand experience on F2F work with

Dr Zeljko Bihar who is the author of the TECRINO IPR module, is regularly invited
as a guest speaker on many workshops. It is expected that he will anticipate
workshops in Croatia about innovation and technology transfer 201, and on events
that will be part of the nationally funded innovative high tech projects where he will

educate about IPR rules and regulations.

P3 — The "Dunarea de Jos" University of Galati (UDJG) - Romania

The authors of the most TECRINO’s educational content are Prof Dr Ioan Susnea and
his colleagues from the Dunarea de Jos" University of Galati Potential. Prof loan will
be the key person from his team who will carry on with future activities. TECRINO
educational content will be an input for the permanent optional course for the
development of technical creativity for the students of the Faculty of Automation,
Computers, Electrical and Electronics Engineering. Apart from that, Prof Dr loan
Susnea will continue the research for the validation of the creativity assessment tool
developed in the project and will publish a book in English containing the results of
the research activity carried in the project. Finally, TECRINO’s results will be

exploited through participation in the future projects.

Examinees select one out of
four answers.

7. After the examination ends, examinees receive a document including examination
results, printed from the e-learning portal.

8. Examinees may communicate with the Examination System Operator only if
technical problems arise.

1. Examination consists in performing a set of tasks supervised by Examiner.
